Being in quest of its inner self, our society moves in a downward spiral whose formal equivalent is underlined by round photo objects. 
Her installation has to be understood as a “monument to our present decadence” and likewise a tribute to humanity.

A few months ago, you would have read New York City, respectively. Helga Traxler is part of the current, young generation of Austrian fashion photographers. She finds her subjects both in the countryside and the big metropolises. But more. She possesses the gift to recognize those places as a location fundus and employs them as atmospheric and natural props for her photo shoots.

„...spezialized on fashion photography with snapshot-aesthetic“ can be read on her website which furthermore refers to a certain situatedness. Not a geographic one, but rather a position within the wide landscape of photography which is also linked to a certain attitude, namely a formal, unvarnished and authentic gesture whose origin already served as a new breeding ground for fashion at the beginning of the 1990ies. Traxler positions herself within this field with an own style. Accordingly, surfaces of her photo prints are characterized by spontaneous, material traces. However, these do not communicate a feeling of edging something in between but rather reduce the distance between model, photographer and observer. The result: a promise to get one step closer to the immediacy of photographic moments.

The artist himself describes his work as a jigsaw puzzle with 5.000 pieces that converges in one single point – a focus that arises from the collage of ideas. RAPID CREEK DIALOGUE is an older work in which Heyman literally puts whole layers of ideas and pictures on top of each other. In this way he creates an innovative, detailed composition that conveys the impression of a tête-à-tête. It suggests a surprising connection and interpretation, as such pictures and ideas are brought into a new context.

RESERVED VIENNA 2011 is a cooperation between fashion photographer Manuela Larissegger, fashion designer Nina Markart and artist Josef Wurm. They deal with the topic of fashion bodies in a multimedia and genre-crossing manner by narrating stories in which human model bodies are stylized as inanimate mannequins in a shop window and thus become their own substitutes.

The glass surface of the shop window is transformed into a stage by Josef Wum: in a live act, he combines papercutting techniques with tape art and thus creates various sceneries made of adhesive film that step by step reveal the view onto the interior and the mannequin.

During her interactions with the cut out setting, the model wears outfits by Nina Markart and is photographed by Manuela Larissegger. The photographs are exhibited right after the performance. In this way, not only the artistic work process but also the smooth transitions between the genres of fashion, photography and street art become visible after a week.
