THU 9/6 - Guided Tour – Fascination Fashion – yesterday and today – guided tour through the Picture Gallery of the Kunsthistorisches Museum - Kunsthistorisches Museum - Maria Theresien-Platz 1, 1010 Vienna - beginning: 18.30h
People have been fascinated by fashion for centuries – and garments have always had a strong symbolic power. Thus, textile art plays a major role within paintings as clothes and garments on portraits and history paintings always represent a person’s social standing, sovereign or clerical dignity, scholarship or family status. There are significant differences between official robes, work and peasant clothing. The garment serves as a social code through which its wearer is identifiable in public. The tour through the Picture Gallery explains key words like chausses, codpieces, brocade, pomegranate pattern and smock-frocks and comes up with further interesting stories revolving around historic fashion.
FRI 10/6 - Guided Tour - Fascination Fashion – yesterday and today – guided tour through the Collection of Arms and Armour of the Kunsthistorisches Museum – Collection of Arms and Armour - Neue Burg, entrance Heldenplatz 1010 Vienna - beginning: 16h

Harnesses and armours range among the most expensive fashion pieces of all times. What did Emperor Maximilian wear when he invited his best athletes and dearest friends over to his tournaments? Highly spezialised craftsmen and artisans created impressive pieces of art made of steel and gold. The armours always followed the latest fashion. That is why poulaines were replaced by cow-mouth shoes and the ferric pleated skirts eventually ceased as they restricted the knights’ mobility. Fashion made of metal has one advantage over fashion made of textile: it is durable. The cuirass, morion and half harness have survived for centuries! A fascinating tour through the best-documented collection of court arms and armour in the western world.
SAT 11/6 - Guided Tour - guided tour through the exhibition The Culture of the Cultural Revolution. Personality Cult and Political Design in Mao’s China – Museum of Ethnology - Neue Burg, 1010 Vienna - beginning: 16h

Every-day objects and the many different forms of political propaganda from the decade between 1966 and 1976 are the focus of this exhibition curated by Helmut Opletal, a former ORF journalist and a renowned expert on China. It is a period marked by mass rallies, the Red Guards and an almost religious personality cult as well as the political persecution of intellectuals and disgraced politicians. The Chinese Cultural Revolution had two faces: the search for an egalitarian and ideal society on the one hand, and the inhuman political campaigns and the destruction of irreplaceable cultural heritage on the other one. The exhibition takes a critical look at this contradictory chapter in Chinese contemporary history and every-day culture.
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
