Christina Berger

Christina Berger studied with Raf Simons and Veronique Branquinho at the University of Applied Arts in Vienna, where she received the Adlmüller Grant in 2006.

“I design fashion for contemporary heroines who are born sexy, intelligent, sensitive and with a good sense of humour.” Wonder Woman is the basic role model behind her designs. Berger reflects in her pieces on various clichés and female societal stereotypes as well as on the often superficial construction of femininity, deliberately exaggerating certain features to provoke irony. She draws here on role models such as Heidi, Geierwally, Wonder Woman and others, using stark contrasts to point up the push and pull between tradition and modernism, between taboos and social norms. Berger prefers to work with knitwear. In 2007 she presented a collection in Paris for the first time, at the showroom of Anna Flatz. In 2008 she was nominated for the Fashion Award of the City of Vienna.

After receiving the Fashion Award of the BKA (BMUKK – Federal Ministry for Education, the Arts and Culture) in 2002, she gathered international experience at Haider Ackermann and A.F.Vandevorst in Antwerp. 

In spring 2005 Gruber founded the label Awareness & Consciousness and has since then presented her collections at Fashion Week in Paris. 

Awareness & Consciousness stands for a personal attitude to life. The letters A&C also stand for accessories & clothing, with the accessories produced during the label’s first four seasons created in close association with artist Anneliese Schrenk. 

At the heart of every A&C collection is the material used, which is usually painstakingly handcrafted.

In her last collection, for example, Gruber developed special tie-dying techniques inspired by Japanese Shibori and classic batik patterns. Every garment was tied by hand using a special method and then dyed and/or bleached. This technique produces singular patterns, making every piece unique.

In spring 2007 the work of A&C was recognized with the Ringstrassen Award and in 2008 with the Fashion Award of the City of Vienna.

Production for Fashion Designers

Cooperation between Unit F and aws

Discussion of long-term and sustainable structural improvements in the domestic production of contemporary fashion design 

The Austria Wirtschaftsservice GmbH (aws) supports and advises protagonists in the creative industries through its nationwide promotional program impulse.
The initial aim of the project Production for Fashion Designers, initiated by Unit F büro für mode and supported by aws, is to determine and discuss opportunities for improvement in this sector. At Unit F the project will be directed by Carina Heinz from designpool.berlin, who has dedicated herself to the theme of production for several years now. Designpool.berlin supports young Berlin fashion designers, successfully networking them with production companies.

As part of the program at the 9 festival for fashion & photography, Unit F has initiated an industry discussion on the theme of fashion production. International industry experts will present best practice examples of production for fashion designers and discuss the specific factors for success in each case. The applicability of these models to Vienna/Austria will then be discussed.

International success stories show that Austrian fashion designers need a functioning production infrastructure in order to grow and flourish – as evidenced for example by markets such as Belgium and Germany. Production conditions at home in Austria are deficient by comparison. Whether for initial samples or small series – there is simply no adequate qualified and affordable production capacity available, nor can production partners be found for printing fabric, knitting or innovative processing techniques. To improve this situation, Unit F, supported by the Austria Wirtschaftservice GmbH (aws), has initiated a project with the aim of optimising production offerings.

After an apprenticeship as goldsmith, Matthias Grotevent (born 1980) studied product design at the University of Applied Sciences in Düsseldorf and at Monash University in Melbourne until 2008. In his winning jewellery collection, “der Kreis” (“the circle”), an exciting series of sculptural, minimalist brooches, Grotevent explores the emergence of pure form. In analogy to biological evolution, he focuses on the two-dimensional circle and constructs from this basic form a systematic, complex body. “I like systems and find it nice to have one that leaves a little scope for the results. I like that you don’t know exactly how it will come out at the end.”
